Basketball Officials Training Camp, by John Katzler

The 17th Annual John Katzler summer training camp will be conducted 7/22/02-7/24/02 at Lake Forest College.  It’s not too late to enroll in this summer’s tried and proven basketball training camp conducted by AOS’s own John Katzler.  The camp will be held at Lake Forest College and runs for 3 days (7/22/02-7/24/02).  It’s a certified IHSA clinic.  This year’s clinic will be setup a little different than in the past.  On 7/22 and 7/23 will focus on 2-person training, fulfilling the 4hr IHSA requirement.  Then on 7/24/02 will specialize in a 1-day 3-person training fulfilling the IHSA requirement (6 hours of 3 person training for every 3 years). Ed Curtin’s 2 and 3 Person Basketball Certification Camp

Ed Curtin, Assignment Chairman for the Mid-Suburban League, will be offering a special 3 Person Basketball Mechanics Certification Camp this summer at Schaumburg High School.  It will be held in the evenings from June 17 through June 20 in conjunction with the boy’s summer basketball league.  A 3 hour classroom discussion on 3 person mechanics and on-floor walk through positions will be held on the first night, Monday June 17 starting at 6pm.  Games are then played Tuesday through Thursday.  Each official will work a minimum of 3 games and the camp will include a review of mechanics, and communication with the table and your partners.  This clinic will fulfill the IHSA requirement of attending one clinic for every three years.  It is operated by IHSA certified clinicians Ed Curtin and John Katzler.

Ed will also be offering a 2 Person Basketball Mechanics Camp for less experienced officials.  These camps will be held at Schaumburg High School on June 11-13 and June 27-29.  Each official will work 4 games per night and all officials receive a written evaluation.  These games are part of the Schaumburg High School Sophomore Boys Summer League.
